Thursday, April 1 

Pray for wisdom and perseverance for workers in Canada as they seek creative ways to reach out to the South 

Asian community in their area. 

 

Friday, April 2 

On Good Friday, thank God for sending His Son to be a sacrifice for the sin of all people—including the least-

reached.* 

 

Saturday, April 3 

Pray that the parents and children in the Philippines who have participated in a study of the Gospel of John 

will remember what they learned and want to know Jesus. 

 

Sunday, April 4 

Praise God for our risen Savior! Pray that many least-reached people will hear that Jesus died, rose and offers 

them new life through Easter outreaches around the world. 

 

Monday, April 5 

Pray for wisdom for workers around the world as they follow up with those who participated in Easter 

outreaches. 

 

Tuesday, April 6 

Lift up the college students who've interacted with Christar mobilizers during virtual and in-person missions 

conferences in recent months. Ask God to guide each one regarding where and how He would have them 

serve. 

 

Wednesday, April 7 

On World Health Day, lift up Christar workers providing medical care and training in least-reached 

communities. Ask God to use them to bring physical health and everlasting hope. 

 

Thursday, April 8 

Today, many Buddhists celebrate the Buddha's birthday. Pray they'll find new life in Christ. 

 

Friday, April 9 

As workers in the United States invite least-reached people in their community to participate in a 100-day 

reading plan focused on the main message of the Bible, pray that many will follow this plan and discover God's 

story of salvation. 

 

Saturday, April 10 

Join believers in the Middle East in praying that their families will trust in Christ as well. 

 



 

Sunday, April 11 

Pray for creativity and safety for workers serving at the Lighthouse of Friendship in France as they reach out to 

Muslims of numerous nationalities amid the realities of the pandemic. 

 

Monday April 12 

Ramadan, the Muslim month of fasting, begins today. As Muslims around the word experience physical 

hunger, pray that they'll hunger for the hope found in Christ. 

 

Tuesday, April 13 

Pray for wisdom for workers seeking to start an agricultural initiative in the Far East that would open doors for 

church-planting. 

 

Wednesday, April 14 

Today many in South Asia celebrate Vaisakhi, a harvest celebration and Sikh holy day. Pray for a great spiritual 

harvest among these people! 

 

Thursday, April 15 

Pray with workers in Canada that their least-reached friends will understand that life without Christ is empty. 

They ask, "Pray that when the 'dust settles' after COVID-19, they will emerge with searching, hungry hearts to 

listen to our message." 

 

Friday, April 16 

Praise God for all those who've requested Bibles in French and Arabic in response to a social media outreach 

coordinated by workers in France. Pray each one will read the Scripture they receive and discover the story of 

redemption in its pages. 

 

Saturday, April 17 

Pray for wisdom in navigating ever-changing challenges for workers serving as teachers and administrators at 

schools that meet the educational needs of families ministering in least-reached communities. 

 

Sunday, April 18 

During National Volunteer Week, praise God with us for the volunteers who give their time and effort to serve 

in the Christar Mobilization Center U.S. 

 

Monday, April 19 

Pray for wisdom for workers in the United Kingdom as they develop an online outreach to help them connect 

with least-reached people in their community who are open to the gospel. 

 

Tuesday, April 20 

Thank God for providing a location for a new business begun by workers in South Asia. Ask God to use this 

endeavor to give these workers abundant opportunities to visibly bless their community while sharing the 

hope of Christ. 

 

 



Wednesday, April 21 

Ask the Lord to bring more children to two Sunday school programs at churches in Japan. 

Thursday, April 22 

On Earth Day, ask God to raise up workers to minister in communities where environmental distress is 

creating open doors to share the message of eternal hope while tangibly demonstrating His love for the 

people He has created. 

Friday, April 23 

Praise the Lord for raising up local believers who have taken on more responsibilities in church-planting 

ministry in the Far East since Christar workers have been out of the country. Ask Him to continue to work 

through them to draw more people into His family. 

Saturday, April 24 

Pray for wisdom for workers serving among immigrants and refugees in the United States as they disciple 

several individuals who recently professed faith in Christ. 

Sunday, April 25 

Ask God to encourage and guide workers who long to return to the communities where they've invested 

years of their lives in ministry among the least-reached, but are no longer permitted to enter their former 

countries of service. 

Monday, April 26 

Pray for wisdom for those preparing for a children's camp in the Middle East as they create lessons based on 

the life of Noah. 

Tuesday, April 27 

Lift up college students who are graduating this spring and exploring options for cross-cultural ministry. Ask 

the Lord to lead them to opportunities to use their gifts and skills for His glory in least-reached communities. 

Wednesday, April 28 

Pray for mental flexibility and stamina for workers learning difficult languages so they can clearly share the 

gospel with people who don't yet have access to it. 

Thursday, April 29 

Praise God for bringing a believing refugee couple to partner with Christar workers in Canada in reaching out 

to local people from a Middle Eastern background. Ask Him to work through this couple to draw other 

refugees to faith in Him. 

Friday, April 30 

Pray that believers in the Far East who've participated in a worker's discipleship classes will use what they've 

learned to make disciples of others. 

*Least-reached: Those without access to a church that preaches the gospel in their language and in a culturally relevant way.
