Pray Together With

Join us in prayer for these needs from partners in the Great Commission.

For Cross-Cultural Workers

Praise God for 18 new members at a Kurdish church
in Canada. Pray for wisdom in developing Kurdish
leaders to serve within this congregation.

Ask God to provide believers to serve in children’s
ministry alongside workers in North Africa.

Pray for endurance and skill for workers in the Far
East as they format recordings of 70 Bible stories
in the local language. Ask for wisdom in how to
effectively distribute these stories among a people
group without access to the gospel.

Praise God for answering the prayers of workers

in France by giving them good connections with
least-reached people. Pray that many will be open
to the good news and eager to learn more as these
workers share with them.

Pray for the Deaf Persians who encountered the
gospel through the ministry of a short-term team.
Ask that many will trust in Christ and join a local
community of believers who use their language.

For Missions-Minded Believers

Praise God for the believers in West Africa who
completed a two-week training in ministry among
Muslims, taught by a visiting Christar worker. As
they apply what they learned, ask God to use them
to introduce many to the gospel.

Pray for a North African believer in France as she
leads a Bible study that explores the gospel with
others in her community. Pray that those who attend
will understand the good news and believe.

Rejoice in a small group of believers in Southeast
Asia that is meeting regularly to study the Bible and
sharing the gospel in their community. Ask God to
use them to draw many people to Him.

Lift up a family that recently joined a team in South
Asia. Pray for grace as they adjust, and ask God to
give them good connections in the community.

Praise the Lord for working through a team of six
young men far beyond their expectations as they
visited three Christar teams in the Far East. Pray
that their service will continue to bear fruit as long-
term workers follow up with people they met.
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For Partner Churches

Praise God for a Japanese church in the United
States that held a Bible school program in July.
Pray that the children who attended will remember
what they learned and want to know Jesus.

Lift up a church sending a survey team to the
Middle East this month. Ask God to give them
clarity on how He'd have them serve as they learn
about ministry in the region.

Praise God for several churches preparing to

offer Perspectives, a 15-week course that explores
God’s role for each Christian in His global purpose
among the nations. Ask the Lord to prepare people
from these congregations to participate and
consider their part in the Great Commission.

Pray for the director of missions for a large Asian
church in New Jersey as he ministers in East Asia.

Praise the Lord for a church in the United Kingdom
that recently held a health fair for members of a
local immigrant community. Pray that the many
Muslims who heard the gospel and experienced
God'’s love will be drawn to Him.
